Byron Ocean Swim 

òTempest tossedêê..ó by Sherree Dwyer  

(Ocean Swimming Novice!!!!!)           

 

The Byron Ocean Swim on the 

Fourth of May was a day that I 

shall remember for quite some time. As it was my first 

ocean swim, I was hoping for a pleasurable experience -flat 

seas, little or no sea breeze and picturesque Byron Bay. I 

never expected an Australian version of the Perfect storm. 

Obviously this is a little exaggeration, but the closest I have 

been to swimming in metre waves is when our lane 

practises their butterfly drills. In fact, I was so nervous of 

the swim beforehand that I had my husband take me for a 

swim at Burleigh the day before so that I could acquaint 

myself with the rolling motion of the surf.  

  

The morning started ominously when we couldnõt start the 

car due to a flat battery. With a cursing husband and a 

borrowed car, we arrived in Byron about 8 am in cool, clear 

weather with a slight breeze, perfect I thought for this 

marathon swim. As we rounded The Pass on the bus trip 

down to Wategos, I shook with trepidation as the wind 

began to gust. Waiting on the beach for our age division to 
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start, we huddled next to rocks like waves of penguins (or 

should I say lemmings!). 

 

Our race division began at 10.05 am. The last I saw of my 

husband, Mark were his speedos porpoising into the waves. 

With a thumping heart, I followed, stroking out into the 

ocean and hoping and praying that Christopher, my son, 

had his Mum in full view through the binoculars. Swimming 

around the first two buoys on the protected side of The 

Pass, I hit the full force of a rising swell whipped up by a 

strong south- easterly. No swimming I had 

ever done could have prepared me for the 

chop, washing me around like a blouse in a 

wash cycle. However, the really frightening 

part came about 100 metres along the Bay 

when the storm front swept across the Bay whipping the 

waves into a frenzy of churning water. When I switched to 

breaststroke to look for the next buoy, I must admit I had a 

moment of sheer panic. I could see nothing. It was at this 

point that I said a little prayer that I wasnõt heading out to 

sea and began to chant a mantra: òJust one stroke at a 

time, Sherree. Thereõs only one way out of this. Swimêó My 

other survival strategy was to locate another swimmer, but 

people seemed to be swimming in all directions - some 

towards the beach and some to New Zealand via Julian 

rocks.  Fortunately, the squall abated and I found a buoy to 

mark the way. 

 

I finished the race, lurching out of the sea on wobbly legs, 

nearly an hour after I started. That was my goal, and at the 

moment as you might have gathered, Iõm not ready for my 

next ocean race just yet.

State Swim     39 swimmers represented 

Miami, enabling us to win the Aggregate 

Point Score Shield for the third successive 

year. We gained 1846 points, ahead of 

Brisbane Southside with 1101 points, and Brisbane 

Westside, 951 - a great effort!    

5 Miami Swimmers won their Age Group Championship 

with maximum points - David Boylson, John Crisp, Jay 

Neville, Julie Gunthorp and Denise Robertson - and Don 

Leslie, Bruce Parry and Tony Collett each came second. 

Many State records were broken and David, John, Julie, 

Denise and Karen McPherson all broke National Records. 

Our Relay teams blitzed the field - 10 wins, 10 State 

Records! 

David Boylson was named Male Swimmer of the Meet, 

which is a huge honour for him and for our Club.

Sunday, who nevertheless came to Brisbane and did a full 

programme on the Saturday -especially Peter Mitchell who 

left after the Byron swim and drove to Brisbane in order to 

fill a place in a relay team!      What an effort!     Delighted 

to say that his team was one of the State Record breaking 

ones - good on you, Pete!         And to all of you who swam 

your hardest, without expectations of medals or records - 

we could not have won without you - you are a very 

important part of our team.

ensure that the Meet 

was a success.
